John Wesley Williams produced his first piece of furniture twenty-five years ago in the back of a 1952 school bus, and discovered two things in that process - how a sense of accomplishment can sustain you through a lifetime, and secondly, to always measure your shop door before you build a piece of furniture. 


Each piece of furniture John builds begins with the last piece in some form of some idea or detail he wishes to further explore. These aspects of past pieces evolve and mature within his new work. Furniture making like this becomes equal parts of building and learning, a process that keeps his work honest and alive. John challenges himself in each piece he creates, constantly testing his abilities, sustaining a sense of excitement that is conveyed in all of his work. 

As a craftsman, John wants his work to make a bold and assertive search for an identity. Once his work becomes more of an exploration than an exercise, then every aspect is excited. Even the most tedious functions are riveted to a realm of possibilities. Work this excellent, demands a design equally enduring.

John Wesley Williams’ work has been exhibited in numerous exhibitions throughout the United States that include the 2011 Best of West Virginia Juried Exhibition, and the 2010 Southern Highland Craft Guild Exhibition.
